The Contractor shall operate and maintain the SPS SaaS Solution beginning with the deployment of the
SPS into production status, during the warranty period and then for up to two (2) additional five-year

3. Section 1.9 Questions and Answers, page 6: please add a third paragraph to Section 1.9 that
reads:

Regarding exceptions to the RFP and the State’s Contract (Attachment A), the State expects that Offerors
submit the specific itemized exceptions with specific proposed language prior to submitting their
technical proposal. Offerors should mark such questions “CONFIDENTIAL” if they don’t wish the State
to issue its response to all Offerors.
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
